
Medina Park Playground Improvement

Grade and construct 6.5’ wide x 55 
LF gravel path. Care will be needed 

in rootzone of  three pine trees.

Install new playground equiptment

Amend soil, level areas where hedge was transplanted 
from, decompact areas which were compacted during 

equiptment installation and reseed with grass seed.

Transplant existing hedge (105 LF )
and plant an additional 30 LF of  
matching laurel to maximize shade 
within playground area. Care will be 
needed in rootzone of  one pine tree.

Install 120 lf  of  playground 
edging to match existing.

Existing picnic 
table to remain

Install wood chips for 1700 
sf  of  new play area

Existing inclined merry-
go-round to retain

Remove existing fence, shrubs and groundcover. 
Retain existing apple tree and magnolia tree. 
Amend soil with compost, smooth and level and 
seed with an appropriate grass seed mix. 

Apple tree to remain Magnolia tree

Remove existing fence and shrubs. Retain existing 
concrete pad and install picnic table atop the concrete 
pad. Install sign describing the site as Medina property 

and garbage and recycling containers. 

Coordinate with neighbor’s to 
relocate garbage dumpster in order 
to improve visibility for police into 
the both the Post Office site and the 
Medina Store  patio.
